
2009 KSHA Rulebook Updates 

 

General Rules 

Add: 

33. For KSHA, youth shall be defined as 18 and under for classes and year end awards, 

and for USEF youth shall be defined as 17 and under.  USEF includes Saddlebreds, 

Arabians, and Half-Arabians. 

 

Add:  

34. All adults riding in the 19 and over or "adult" beginner classes must be KSHA 

members and have a KSHA Beginner Card.  This card is not required for the youth or 18 & 

under classes.  To obtain the card an individual must fill out the official application, 

available on the Web site, and submit it to the KSHA Board of Directors for approval.  The 

individual will be able to show in Beginner classes while approval is pending by the 

Board, but not until the form has been submitted. 

 

Section 2: Registered Appaloosa Horses 

Modify: 

Change section title to "Registered Appaloosa and POA" 

Add italicized text: 

Registration with the Appaloosa Horse Club, Inc. or Pony of America Club required. 

 

Section 3: Registered Arabian and Half-Arabian Horses 

Modify: 

Combine Arabian and Half-Arabian classes in sections A, C, and F.  Classes are now: 

A. Registered Arabian and Half-Arabian English Pleasure, Open (Hunt or Saddle Seat) 

C. Registered Arabian and Half-Arabian Western Pleasure, Open  

F. Registered Arabian and Half-Arabian Halter, any age, any sex 

 

Section 10: Miniature Horses 

Add:  

Registration with the American Miniature Horse Association or the American Miniature 

Horse Registry is required. 

 

Section 12: Registered Paint/Pinto Horses 

Delete:  

Minimum height 14.0 hands. 

 

Section 16: Pony  

Delete:  

E. Shetland Pony in Harness 

(Pony Halter, any age, any sex is now "E.") 

 

Add: 

A pony is defined as any equine 14 hands and under.  Horses registered with the American 

Miniature Horse Association or the American Miniature Horse Registry are not allowed in 

Pony classes.  

 

 



Section 19: Roadster Horses 

Change section title to "Roadster" 

 

Delete "14.2 and over (includes to bike, under saddle, combination, stake)" 

 

Add the following divisions: 

A. 14.2 and over to bike 

B. 14.1 and under to bike 

C. 14.2 and over under saddle 

D. 14.1 and under to be under saddle 

E. 14.2 and over combination 

F. 14.1 and under combination 

 

Section 21: Showmanship at Halter 

Modify: 

Beginner's Showmanship at halter, must be accompanied by someone over the age of 14 to 

assist only as safety requires.
